Pancake Olympics Rules and Guidelines

- $20/team, consisting of exactly 4 members. No more than, and no less than 4 members.
- Consists of five rounds.
- Each contestant will participate solo during the first 4 rounds.
- The entire team will compete together in the 5th round.
- Scores will be earned in each event, and the three highest scoring teams will be declared the winners.
- The 5th round is a team relay race, and the three teams with the best times will earn an extra 15 points toward their overall Pancake Olympic score.
- The three teams with the highest scores at the end of the day will be declared the winners.
- 1st place team will receive a $125 prize, and earn 40 Points for their sorority.
- 2nd place team will earn 20 points for their sorority.
- 3rd place team will earn 15 points for their sorority.


Round One: Pancake Eating Contest
- 1 selected team member will consume as many silver dollar pancakes as they can within 90 seconds.
- For safety, no more than two pancakes will be allowed to be eaten at one time.
- Every pancake eaten within the 90 seconds will generate 1 point for the round/overall Pancake Olympic score.

Round Two: Pancake Flipping Contest
- 1 selected team member will have 2 minutes to attempt to flip pancakes (with a spatula) into a bucket from a designated distance.
- There will be five buckets with varying distances. 
- Anywhere from 1-5 points can be generated (per pancake) depending on the bucket made.
- Depending on which bucket the pancakes are flipped into, and how many are made per bucket, will determine the total points generated for the round/overall Pancake Olympic score.

Round Three: Pancake Stacking Contest
- 1 selected team member will attempt to stack pancakes (on top of each other) until the structure collapses. 
- Each pancake must be stacked directly on top of the pancake beneath it.
- The team member will stack the pancakes until the tower collapses.
- The contestant will be allotted one free hand, and must have a spatula in the opposite hand
- Every pancake stacked before the tower collapses will count as 1 point for the round/overall Pancake Olympic score.

Round Four: Pancake Basketball
- 1 Selected Team member will have 90 seconds to attempt to shoot pancakes through a miniature basketball hoop.
- Every pancake made will count as 2 points toward the round score/overall Pancake Olympic score, and every basket made behind a designated line will act as 3 points toward the round/overall Pancake Olympic score.

Round Five: Team Relay Race
- All 4 team members will participate within this event.
- This is a timed event.
- Three teams with the best times will be awarded an extra 15 points toward their overall Pancake Olympic score.
- Time will begin as soon as the entire team is ready.
-  Each of the previous four rounds will be incorporated within this relay race, and they include:

Pancake Eating Contest: 
	- 1 selected team member will eat 10 silver dollar pancakes.
	- No more than two pancakes shall be eaten at any given time, for safety.
	- As soon as the 10 silver dollar pancakes have been consumed, the next event will begin.
Pancake Flipping Contest:
	- 1 selected team member must make 10 pancakes into any of the buckets (not consecutively) before the next team member can start.
	- These pancakes have to be flipped with a spatula, and one at a time.
	- As soon as the team member makes 10 pancakes into a bucket, the next team member can begin their event.
Pancake Stacking Contest:
 	- 1 selected team member must stack 3 different pancake towers with 12 pancakes per tower.
	- The tower must not collapse while stacking is occurring. 
	- If the tower collapses mid-stacking, the team member must start over again.
	- Once a tower is complete, the team will not be penalized if any previous towers collapse during the stacking of the current tower.
	- The contestant will be allotted one free hand, and must have a spatula in the opposite hand.
	- Once the team member has successfully stacked 3 towers of 12 pancakes, the next team member can begin their event.
Pancake Basketball:
	- 1 selected team member must make 10 baskets from either of the two varying distances (not consecutively).
- Once 10 baskets have been made, time will stop.

Once the team has completed the relay race, their time will be recorded and their overall Pancake Olympic score will be tallied.
